« Social Cohesion and  Housing : role and place of social housing promoters »

This event is organised by COFHUAT,  French Confederation for Housing, Planning and Environment and the French section of the IFHP (FIHUAT), and BATIGERE,  a group of social housing Companies which owns and manages about 60 000 social houses in several French regions including Ile-de-France.

2. How the social landlords and their financial backers can take some initiatives to reinforce the social link   in the neighbourhoods (from local urban management to the cultural actions and sport activities for instance).

Paper presentation : All interested in presenting papers should enrol by the 30 September, and send their papers up to 3 weeks before the Seminar. The actual presentation time should not exceed 10 minutes, to allow for discussion. 

We welcome papers reporting research findings and empirical data, offering theoretical insights and recording current trends, spotlighting case studies, providing surveys of policies, plans and programs, reviewing examples of projects that have been implemented.
